· Harm: Point at which adverse condition impacts the water resources and cannot be restored within 1-2 years of average rainfall.
· Significant Harm: Loss of specific water resource functions that takes multiple years to recover; results from change in hydrology.

· Serious Harm: Long term irreversible or permanent adverse conditions.
