POLICY & PROCEDURES FOR THE COUNTY TWO WAY RADIOS

Operation Of County Base Radio

The base radio is located in the service writer’s area.  This radio must stay on channel, “1 OPS”.  OPS is the Fleet Management radio channel.  The buttons on the face of the radio are all labeled to the functions that are performed.  Use the mode button to change to the department that you need to call.  To transmit, hold down the tab with the picture of a lightning bolt while you are speaking, release tab to hear response from the other party.  When you complete your conversation press the “Home button”, which is the small black button located next to the word “Motorola” on the face of the radio, this will bring the channel back to 1 OPS.  The arrows on the volume button control the radio volume up and down.

Hand Held Radio

One hand held radio is located in the Parts Room.  The radio is kept on the PARTS channel.

The volume and channels can be changed by using the knobs at the top of the radio.  To transmit push and hold in the button on the side of the radio, release to hear response from the person you are talking to. Please do not leave the radio in the base station unless the battery needs to be charged. Leaving the radio in the charging station will cause the battery to go bad quicker than normal.
