15.1 Gratuities:  It is unethical for any person to offer, 
give, or agree to give any employee or for any 
employee to solicit, demand, accept or agree to accept 
from another person, a gratuity or an offer of 
employment in connection with any decision, 
approval, disapproval, recommendation, preparation 
of any part of program requirement or a purchase 
request, influencing the content of any specification or 
procurement standard, rendering of advise, 
investigation, audit, or in any other advisory capacity 
in any proceeding or application, request for ruling, 
determination claim or controversy, or other 
particular matter, pertaining to any program 
requirement or an Agreement or subcontract, or to 
any solicitation or proposal therefore.

21.1 Before delivering a submittal, each Offeror must (a) 
consider federal, state and local laws, ordinances, 
rules and regulations that may in any manner affect 
cost, or performance of the work, (b) study and 
carefully correlate the Offeror's observations with the 
solicitation documents; and notify the Purchasing 
Manager of all conflicts, errors and discrepancies, if 
any, in the solicitation documents. 


21.2 The Offeror, by and through delivering a submittal, 
agrees that they shall be held responsible for having 
familiarized themselves with the nature and extent of 
any local conditions that may affect the services to be 
done or equipment to be furnished.

28. TAXES 


The negotiated cost shall include all freight, handling, delivery, 
surcharges or other incidental charges that may be required to 
provide the services or deliver the commodities.  The City of Punta 
Gorda is exempt from the payment of Federal and State taxes, 
including sales tax.  Your cost proposal shall not include sales tax 
to be collected from the City.

29.1 Successful Offeror shall not assign, transfer or subject 
the Contract or its rights, title or interests or 
obligations therein without CITY'S prior written 
approval.

SCOPE OF SERVICE & CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS 
 


1. INTENT 


1.1. Currently, the City purchases and warehouses tires from the State of Florida State Contract.  In most instances 
the Fleet Management Division installs the majority of tires.  Tire repairs and on-road services are provided by 
a contracted vendor. 


1.2. The City will be reorganizing the Fleet Management Division and their services provided. Therefore, it is the 
intent of the City to award a five (5) year contract with a tire company to perform the following: 


1.2.1. On-Road/On-Site Emergency Tire Services – Seven days a week, 24 hours per day;  


1.2.2. On-Road/On-Site Non-Emergency Tire Services (Not Scheduled) – Five days a week, Monday through 
Friday, 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.;  


1.2.3. Scheduled On-Site Tire Services - Five days a week, Monday through Friday, 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.;  


1.2.4. Ability to sell new tires based on State of Florida – State Contract Pricing, State Term Contract #863-000-06-
1, manufacturers Goodyear and Firestone/Bridgestone; and 


1.2.5. Exchange of existing tire casings and recapping per the specification contained herein.  Approved recap 
manufactures are:  1) Bandag; 2) Michelin; 3) Goodyear; or 4) BF Goodrich 


1.2.5.1. The approved recapping technology is the Precure using ring or band method. 


1.3. Services will be used by the entire City fleet, which includes Public Safety. 


1.4. The City desires the Offeror to store all City recapped tires at their secured facility or a secured storage 
facility.. 


1.5. Services shall include Emergency Recovery Operations following an emergency or disaster event. 


1.6. The City desires to award the contract to one vendor.  However, due to the needs of the Police pursuit vehicles, 
the City may deem it necessary to split the award to assure a Goodyear dealer is contracted solely for the 
Police Department. 


2. MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS 


2.1. The offeror shall be a current dealer for Bridgestone/Firestone North America Tire, LLC or The Goodyear Tire 
& Rubber Company, which both are State of Florida, State Term Contract #863-000-06-1, or then current 
contract number.  Copies of award certifications shall accompany your offer. 


2.2. Retread/recap system and products proposed shall be Quality Assurance Facility Inspection Program (QAFIP) 
approved as of last annual QAFIP inspection under Federal Specification ZZT-381 and be listed on Qualified 
Products List QPL-ZZ-T-381.

2.4. Offerors shall have the ability to maintain and warehouse frequently used tires to satisfy Emergency and Non-
Scheduled Non-Emergency calls and requests for service.  The inventory shall include: 
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2.4.1. Minimum of four (4) each – Goodyear P225/60R16 Eagle RS-A (Police) 


2.4.2. Minimum of four (4) each – Goodyear P235/55R17 Eagle RS-A (Police) 


2.4.3. Minimum of four (4) each – Goodyear P265-70R17 Wrangler SR-A (Police) 


2.5. Offerors shall have the ability to warehouse the recapped City casings.  The City shall compensate the Offeror 
upon completion of the recap services with proof and verification of quantities and types received and stored 
securely by Offeror.  The Offeror shall be responsible for the security and maintaining accurate inventory  of 
the recap tires until they are delivered and installed on City equipment.  The City shall be reimbursed for the 
loss of City recapped casings.  Reimbursement shall be of like kind quality with equal or more casing life 
existing. 


2.6. Offerors shall have the ability to respond to: 


2.6.1. On-Site/On-Road Emergency calls within one (1) hour from receipt of request by telephone call.; and 


2.6.2. Non emergency on-site, unscheduled, calls within three (3) working hours (during normal business hours). 


2.7. Offeror’s place of business, which the service trucks will be dispatched from to respond, shall be within a thirty 
(30) mile radius of City Hall, 326 W. Marion Avenue, Punta Gorda, FL. 


2.8. Offeror shall be committed and capable of providing services after emergency/disaster events. 


2.9. Offeror shall currently be registered with the Department of Environmental Protection for waste tire collection 
and collection centers and shall have a permit.  A copy of the current permit shall be submitted with your offer. 


2.10. Offerors shall meet all of the above stated minimum qualification requirement for evaluation consideration. 


3. PROPOSED SCOPE OF SERVICES 


Offerors shall submit a proposal for the following services.   However, the proposals are not limited to the below list 
should the offeror feel they might have similar services available that may be of benefit to the City. 


3.1. Furnish and install State of Florida contract tires on City vehicles; 


3.2. Road side emergency and non-emergency tire service;

3.6. Services to support the City during an emergency or disaster event.

4. MINIMUM SPECIFICATIONS/CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS 


4.1. RECAP TIRES 


4.1.1. Offerors shall complete the minimum specifications matrix in the Proposal, pages 17-20, section 7.  All 
variances or comments to the specifications provided shall be indicated in the appropriate space.  


4.2. CASINGS 


4.2.1. Offeror shall be responsible for the removal and legal disposal of all used tires, which shall not be used by 
the City in the recap tire program. 


4.2.2. RECAP CASINGS:  
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4.2.2.1. Offeror shall use all tire casings designated for the recap process. 


4.2.2.2. Offeror shall notify the City in writing of casings deemed not suitable for recapping.  The 
Offeror shall be responsible for legal disposal of unsuitable casings. 


4.2.2.3. Offerors shall state a price for recaps with and without casing exchange.  Repair costs for 
recapping shall also be provided. 


4.2.2.4. The City reserves the right to add new tire sizes to the recap program at any time during this 
contract.

4.3. REOCCURRING SCHEDULED SERVICE: 


4.3.1. The City requires weekly servicing of refuse vehicles. Services shall include checking, airing, and replacing 
tires as needed on-site at a facility located in Punta Gorda, Florida. The scheduled day for this service shall 
be Monday or Thursday. 


4.4. CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS 


4.4.1. Invoicing:   


4.4.1.1. The Offeror shall supply the City a work ticket upon completion of service. The ticket time, 
services performed, mileage and materials shall be verified by a City representative and shall 
state: 1) time call placed; 2) time of arrival; 3) time completed; 4) services performed; 5) 
vehicle unit number; 6) location of service; 7) mileage and 6) parts used. 


4.4.1.2. Invoices shall state the above information and include 1) contract rates for travel and services 
performed; and 2) part used with retail price and discounted price. 


4.4.1.3. Emergency service during normal hours will be defined at the time of call for service. 


4.4.1.4. The City will compensate the Offeror one-way travel to the location of service.  In the event 
the Offeror receives multiple calls from in a single day for City service and the services are 
performed consecutively for the City, the City will compensate the Offeror for travel from the 
City service location to the next City service location.  Should a NON-City service be 
required to be perform between two (2) City jobs the City shall only compensate travel 
mileage between the two (2) City  service locations.

5.1.2. ORDERING:  The City reserves the right to purchase commodities/services specified herein through 
contracts established by other governmental agencies or through separate procurement actions due to unique 
or special needs.  If an urgent delivery is required, within a shorter period than the delivery time specified in 
the contract and if the Bidder is unable to comply therewith, the City reserves the right to purchase 
commodities/services   from another source without penalty or prejudice to the City or to the Bidder. 


5.2. ANTICIPATED VOLUME OF CONTRACT 


5.2.1.  The City is providing an estimated annual volume for new tire purchases and on-road service.  However, the 
anticipated annual volume for all inclusive tire service and recap tire purchases is not available due to lack of 
history. 


5.2.1.1. New tire purchases - $110,118.75 


5.2.1.2. On-road/repair services - $16,000.00 


5.3. FISCAL YEAR PURCHASE ORDER 


Elected Offeror will receive a purchase order for each fiscal year that the contract is in existence at awarded 
prices. 


5.4. APPROPRIATION OF FUNDS 


If funds are not appropriated or otherwise made available to support continuation in any fiscal year, the City 
shall have the right to terminate the agreement without any obligation or penalty. 


5.5. DELIVERED PRICES – TERM CONTRACT 


5.5.1. The awarded prices shall be inclusive of any freight, handling, delivery, surcharges, fuel, labor or any other 
incidental charges that may be required for the completion of the contract.

5.6.5. Equitable Adjustments:  The City may, in its sole discretion, make an equitable adjustment in the Contract terms 
or pricing if pricing or availability of supply is affected by extreme and unforeseen volatility in the marketplace, 
that is, by circumstances that satisfy all the following criteria: (1) the volatility is due to causes wholly beyond 
the Supplier’s control; (2) the volatility affects the marketplace or industry, not just the particular Contract source 
of supply; (3) the effect on pricing or availability of supply is substantial; and (4) the volatility so affects the 
Supplier that continued performance of the Contract would result in a substantial loss.

		6.7 Responsibility for getting a submittal to the City on or before the specified date and time is solely and strictly that of the Offeror.  The City will not be responsible for any delay, for any reason whatsoever.  Submittals by telephone, telegram, facsimile machines, and internet., will not be acceptable.  Submittals must be received  and stamped on the outside of the envelope with the time and date, in the City Clerk’s Office  by the date and time specified for opening.

		6.8 LATE SUBMITTALS – Submittals received after the date and time of the opening will not be considered and will not be opened.  It will be the Offeror’s responsibility to make arrangements for the return of their submittal at their expense.

Submittals will be considered irregular and may be rejected, if they show serious omissions, alterations in form, additions not called for, conditions or unauthorized alterations, or irregularities of any kind.

		12.3 CITY reserves the right to reject the submittal of any Offeror if CITY believes that it would not be in the best interest of the CITY to make an award to that Offeror, whether because the submittal is not responsive or the Offeror is unqualified or of doubtful financial ability or fails to meet any other pertinent standard or criteria established by CITY.

		14.1 Each Offeror shall complete the Non-Collusive Affidavit, and the Public Entity Crimes Form and shall submit the forms with the submittal.  CITY considers the failure of the Offeror to submit these documents to be a major irregularity and may be cause for rejection of their submittal.

		14.2 A person or affiliate who has been placed on the convicted vendor list following a conviction for a public entity crime may not submit a response on a contract to provide any goods or services to a public entity, may not submit a response on a contract with a public entity for the construction or repair of a public building or public work, may not submit responses on leases of real property to a public entity, may not be awarded or perform work as a contractor, supplier, Subcontractor, or consultant under a contract with any public entity, and may not transact business with any public entity in excess of the threshold amount provided in Section 287, for CATEGORY TWO for a period of 36 months from the date of being placed on the convicted vendor list.

		14.3 Termination for Cause: Any Agreement with the City obtained in violation of this Section shall be subject to termination for cause.  A Sub-contractor who obtains a subcontract in violation of this Section shall be removed from the Project and promptly replaced by a Sub-contractor acceptable to the City.

		15.1 Gratuities:  It is unethical for any person to offer, give, or agree to give any employee or for any employee to solicit, demand, accept or agree to accept from another person, a gratuity or an offer of employment in connection with any decision, approval, disapproval, recommendation, preparation of any part of program requirement or a purchase request, influencing the content of any specification or procurement standard, rendering of advise, investigation, audit, or in any other advisory capacity in any proceeding or application, request for ruling, determination claim or controversy, or other particular matter, pertaining to any program requirement or an Agreement or subcontract, or to any solicitation or proposal therefore.

		15.2 Kickbacks:  It shall be unethical for any payment, gratuity, or offer of employment to be made by or on behalf of a Sub-contractor under a Contract to Contractor or higher tier sub-contractor any person associated therewith, as an inducement of the award of a subcontract or order.

		15.3 Contract Clause: The prohibition against gratuities and kickbacks prescribed in this section shall be conspicuously set forth in every Contract and subcontract and solicitation therefore.

		21.2 The Offeror, by and through delivering a submittal, agrees that they shall be held responsible for having familiarized themselves with the nature and extent of any local conditions that may affect the services to be done or equipment to be furnished.



		22. SPECIFICATIONS

		22.1 The apparent silence of the specification as to any detail, or the apparent omission from it of a detailed description concerning any point, shall be regarded as meaning that only the best commercial practice is to prevail and that only material and workmanship of the finest quality are to be used.  All interpretations of the Specifications shall be made on the basis of this statement.

		22.2 For the purpose of evaluation, the Offeror must indicate any variance or exceptions to the stated Specifications, no matter how slight.  Deviations should be explained in detail.  Absence of variations and/or corrections will be interpreted to mean that the Offeror meets all the Specifications in every respect.



		23. SUSPENSION OF WORK  

		The City may in its sole discretion suspend any or all activities under the Contract or purchase order, at any time, when in the best interests of the City to do so.  The City shall provide the Offeror written notice outlining the particulars of suspension.  Examples of the reason for suspension include, but are not limited to, budgetary constraints, declaration of emergency, or similar circumstances.  After receiving a suspension notice, the Offeror shall comply with the notice and shall not accept any purchase orders.  Within ninety days, or any longer period agreed to by the Offeror, the City shall either (1) issue a notice authorizing resumption of work, at which time activity shall resume, or (2) terminate the Contract or purchase order.  Suspension of work shall not entitle the Offeror to any additional compensation.

		24. TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE  

		The City, by written notice to the Offeror, may terminate the Contract in whole or in part when the City determines in its sole discretion that it is in the City’s interest to do so.  The Offeror shall not furnish any product or services after the termination date stated within the notice of termination, except as necessary to complete the continued portion of the Contract, if any.  The termination notice shall state 1) termination date; and 2) continued portion of the Contract to be completed, if any. The Offeror shall not be entitled to recover any cancellation charges or lost profits.

		25. TERMINATION FOR CAUSE

		The City, by written notice to the Offeror, may terminate the Contract if the Offeror fails to (1) deliver the product or provide services within the time specified in the Contract or any extension, (2) maintain adequate progress, thus endangering performance of the Contract, (3) honor any term of the Contract, or (4) abide by any statutory, regulatory, or licensing requirement.  The Offeror shall continue work on any work not terminated.  The termination notice shall state: 1) termination date; 2) continued portion of the Contract to be completed, if any; and 3) reason for termination. Except for defaults of subcontractors at any tier, the Offeror shall not be liable for any excess costs if the failure to perform the Contract arises from events completely beyond the control, and without the fault or negligence, of the Offeror.  If the failure to perform is caused by the default of a subcontractor at any tier, and if the cause of the default is completely beyond the control of both the Offeror and the subcontractor, and without the fault or negligence of either, the Offeror shall not be liable for any excess costs for failure to perform, unless the subcontracted products were obtainable from other sources in sufficient time for the Offeror to meet the required delivery schedule.  If, after termination, it is determined that the Offeror was not in default, or that the default was excusable, the rights and obligations of the parties shall be the same as if the termination had been issued for the convenience of the City.  The rights and remedies of the City in this clause are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under the Contract.

		26. FORCE MAJEURE, NOTICE OF DELAY, AND NO DAMAGES FOR DELAY  

		The Offeror shall not be responsible for delay resulting from its failure to perform if neither the fault nor the negligence of the Offeror or its employees or agents contributed to the delay and the delay is due directly to acts of God, wars, acts of public enemies, strikes, fires, floods, or other similar cause wholly beyond the Contractor’s control, or for any of the foregoing that affect subcontractors or suppliers if no alternate source of supply is available to the Contractor.  In case of any delay the Offeror believes is excusable, the Offeror shall notify the City in writing of the delay or potential delay and describe the cause of the delay either (1) within ten (10) days after the cause that creates or will create the delay first arose, if the Offeror could reasonably foresee that a delay could occur as a result, or (2) if delay is not reasonably foreseeable, within five (5) days after the date the Offeror first had reason to believe that a delay could result.  THE FOREGOING SHALL CONSTITUTE THE CONTRACTOR’S SOLE REMEDY OR EXCUSE WITH RESPECT TO DELAY.  Providing notice in strict accordance with this paragraph is a condition precedent to such remedy.  No claim for damages, other than for an extension of time, shall be asserted against the City.  The Offeror shall not be entitled to an increase in the Contract price or payment of any kind from the City for direct, indirect, consequential, impact or other costs, expenses or damages, including but not limited to costs of acceleration or inefficiency, arising because of delay, disruption, interference, or hindrance from any cause whatsoever.  If performance is suspended or delayed, in whole or in part, due to any of the causes described in this paragraph, after the causes have ceased to exist the Offeror shall perform at no increased cost, unless the City determines, in its sole discretion, that the delay will significantly impair the value of the Contract to the City, in which case the City may (1) accept allocated performance or deliveries from the Contractor, provided that the Offeror grants preferential treatment to City with respect to products subjected to allocation, or (2) purchase from other sources (without recourse to and by the Offeror for the related costs and expenses) to replace all or part of the products that are the subject of the delay, which purchases may be deducted from the Contract quantity, or (3) terminate the Contract in whole or in part.

It will be at the City’s sole discretion to accept or reject any and all alternate submittals received.

		30.2 This solicitation presents the City's minimum requirements under present methods of operation. Responses to this request should address these requirements, but Offerors are encouraged to suggest any additional services or commodities, which in their opinion, would be in the best interest of the City.

		30.3 Submittals may be delivered, which deviate from the requirements herein, providing that they are clearly identified as alternate submittals and providing further that it can be demonstrated that stated requirements are substantially improved or are not compromised or prejudiced by such deviations; and, that it would be clearly in the interest of the City that an alternative proposal be considered.  Such alternative proposals will be provisionally accepted for consideration, subject to the reserved right of the City to make the determination whether the above stated conditions for alternate proposals have been satisfied and subject further to the reserved right of the City to accept or reject these proposals upon the basis of the determination.
