7.BACKGROUND: Pursuant to an agreement with the City of Bonita Springs, the Division of County Lands has been requested by
the Department of Transportation to acquire property for the Three Oaks Parkway South Extension Project No. 4043.

This acquisition consists of the fee interest in the property, improved with a single-family mobile home, located at 11225 Wagon Trail,
heing further identified as STRAP No.: 25-47-25-B4-00208.0070.

If the survey shows a discrepancy in the
gsize or dimensions of the Property, or shows encroachments onto the
Property or that improvements located on the Property encrcach onto
adjacent lands, or if the survey identifieg violations of recorded
covenants cor covenants of this Agreement, upon notice to the SELLER,
the BUYER may elect to treat those discrepancies, violations or

encroachments as a title defect.

10. ENVIRONMENTAL AUDIT: BUYER may perform or have performed, at
BUYER's expense, an environmental audit of the Property. If the
audit identifies environmental problems unacceptable to the BUYER,
BUYER may elect to accept the Property in its existing condition

There are no
surface impoundments, waste piles, land fills, injection wells,
underground storage areas, or other man-made facilities that have or
may have accommodated hazardous materials. There is no proceeding
or inquiry by any governmental agency with respect to production,
disposal or storage on the property of any hazardous materials, or
of any activity that could have produced hazardous materials or
toxic effects on humans, flora or fauna. There are no buried,
partially buried, or above-ground tanks, storage vessels, drumg or
containers located on the Property.
